Many thanks for your letter of the 2™ of March on behalf of my constituent Mrs
Judith Majlath of 10 Kempsford Gardens, London, SW5 9LH about the disappearance
of her sister Eva Rhodes in Hungary last September.

While I extremely grateful to you for the reply that you have sent me, I do feel that I
must press you further on this very sensitive and difficult matter.

In your letter you refer to the view of the Hungarian police that “nothing....suggests
that a crime has been committed. This is why the case remains a missing person case
and not a criminal case”.

While that may be technically correct I do consider it very disturbing. Miss Rhodes
who is of course a British citizen has been missing since September of last year. She
is a lady in her sixties and was in charge of an animal sanctuary. All the evidence
suggests that she would not have abandoned those animals and simply disappeared.
While there might not be hard evidence of some criminal act having been committed
there must be an increasing presumption that she has either been murdered or has lost
her life in some comparable circumstances. It is deeply worrying that the Hungarian
authorities are still treating it simply as a missing person case.

[ of course also understand the point that you make that for British police to be
involved there is a formal requirement of a request from the Hungarian authorities via
Interpol.

I do not know whether you have seen the reference to the conversation that took place
between my constituent Judith Majlath and the Police Major General Dr Istvan Hazi,
Deputy Chief Commissioner of the Hungarian National Police on the 5% of February.
During the course of that meeting Dr Hazi expressed a view that there is no objection
to co-operation with the British police. He went on to say that “they are welcome,
they can even have the files for inspection”. He apparently added that since there is
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
