I appreciate this is a worrying and difficult time for Ms Majlath and the family
and friends of Eva Rhodes,

Officials from the British Embassy in Hungary have been in regular contact
with the Gyor police, most recently on 3 February, to find out if there has been
any news in relation to the whereabouts of Ms Rhodes. Gyor police confirmed
that they have offered a reward of 1,000,000 Hungarian Forint,
approximately £2,980, for any information concerning Ms Rhodes. Our
consular staff have also been in contact with the Hungarian County Police
Criminal Department to express our concern for the welfare and whereabouts

of Eva and to learn what action they intend to take.

Iunderstand that Ms Majlath has been in contact with consular staff in
Hungary and London and has been fully informed of what the F. oreign and
Commonwealth Office (FCO) can and cannot do to assist when a British
citizen is reported missing overseas.
